All students 

who live in a traditional or suite-style residence hall on North Campus are required to have a meal plan.

o All meal plans come with specific number of weekly meals to be used in Lawrence Dining Hall 

except the unlimited plan which allows students to eat as often as they wish at Lawrence. All meals 

plans come with Flex dollars that can be used at retail locations across campus. Flex dollars are 

like a debit card for food.

o In addition to Lawrence Dining Hall, Ram’s Head Food Court in Sykes offers Chick-fil-A, Greens to 

Go, Grille Works, Bene Pizza, and Sandwich Shack. There is also a juice and smoothie bar, three 

coffee locations, four P.O.D. market convenience stores, and The Diner on campus.
